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Chapter 9: Lesson 038-039
1st Kings 8:1-9:28
Lesson #30 (06/04/06) // 1st Kings Chapter 8
Dedication of  Other Buildings

8: 1-2     The public and formal inauguration of this national place of worship did not take place until eleven months after the completion of the edifice. The delay probably originated from Solomon’s wish to choose the most fitting opportunity when there would be a general rendezvous of the people in Jerusalem, and that was not until the next year.  He resolved to commence with the solemn ceremonial a few days before the feast of tabernacles, “booths”, which was the most appropriate of all seasons. That annual festival had been instituted in commemoration of the end of the wilderness wanderings in when the Israelites dwelt in booths. It was also a harvest festival, Deut. 12:8–11. This thanksgiving feast was an appropriate time to dedicate the temple.. 

8: 3-9  The bringing in of the Ark into the Temple was a very big event.  This portion of scripture mentions cherubim often, so let’s take a look at the cherubim.

Cherubim Angels   [They are not fat little babies with wings.]

1.  These 4 angels replaced Satan who was originally the highest ranking angel prior to the prehistoric angelic conflict.  They have four wings, Ezek 1:4-6, 14, 15f.  These angels are high ranking noblemen who wear the coat of arms of their Lord.  One officer is found in Ezek 1 at every wheel of the chariot of fire, a vehicle of judgment that Jesus Christ rides, Ezek 10:9-10.
2.  The six seraphs are distinguished from all other angels as the highest ranking angels now because of their six wings, Error! Hyperlink reference not valid..  Angels do not have wings except for seraphs and cherubs.  Wings are an insignia of rank.

3.  There are seven other functions of these cherubs:

a.  The two cherubs who guard the gates of the Garden of Eden, Gen 3:24, are analogous to the port cullis, meaning the officer of the gate.

b.  The four cherubs of the chariot of fire, Ezek 1,10,  are also the administrators of historical disaster in 2 Sam 22:11 and Ps 18:10, analogous to the royal dragoon.

c.  Lucifer, the son of the morning,  Ezek 28:14.

d.  The angelic officer who commands the weather machine, Rev 7:2.
e.  The angel with the golden incense shovel, Rev 8:3
f.  The seven thunders are teachers of eschatology, Rev 10:3-4.

g.  The seven angels of judgment, Rev 14:6,8-9,15,17-19.
4.  Both of these categories of angels are mentioned in the great hymn, “Holy, Holy, Holy”. “Cherubim and Seraphim falling down before Thee, who were and are and ever more shall be.”
Lesson #30 (06/04/06) - Continued
8: 10-13   The cloud was the visible symbol of the divine presence, and its occupation of the sanctuary was a testimony of God’s gracious acceptance of the temple as well as the tabernacle, Ex 40:34.  The darkness of the cloud struck the minds of the priests, as it formerly had done Moses, with such astonishment and terror that they could not remain Lev. 16:2–13; Deut. 4:24; Ex. 40:35,. Solomon reminded them that the cloud, instead of being an ominous sign of evil, was a sign of approval.  Visible manifestations such as this became known as the Shekinah Glory.

8: 14-16   Solomon addressed the assembly of people and reminds them of the grace that God had shown to David.

The Shekinah Glory Cloud of God

20) Will appear during the Second Coming, Dan. 7:13–14; Matt. 24:30; Rev. 1:7; 14:14.

8: 17-18  

1. God knew what was in the heart of David.

2.  God had never commanded that a permanent Temple be built for Him, 

2 Samuel 7:6-7 -   For I have not dwelt in a house since the day I brought up the sons of Israel from Egypt, even to this day; but I have been moving about in a tent, even in a tabernacle.  7 "Wherever I have gone with all the sons of Israel, did I speak a word with one of the tribes of Israel, which I commanded to shepherd My people Israel, saying, 'Why have you not built Me a house of cedar?'"'

3. The motivation behind David’s loving gesture of building a Temple for God was the tremendous love that God had already shown to David.
2 Samuel 7:8-9   -  "Now therefore, thus you [Nathan]shall say to My servant David, 'Thus says the LORD of hosts, "I took you from the pasture, from following the sheep, to be ruler over My people Israel.  9 "I have been with you wherever you have gone and have cut off all your enemies from before you; and I will make you a great name, like the names of the great men who are on the earth.

4.  So David’s desire to build a Temple for the Lord was in response to God’s love for him.  

5.  Next we see God’s love response to David’s love response.
2 Samuel 7:11b  . . . The LORD also declares to you that the LORD will make a house [dynasty] for you.

2 Samuel 7:16   -  "Your house  [dynasty] and your kingdom shall endure before Me forever; your throne shall be established forever  [Jesus Christ, “the Son of David” shall rule forever]."'
6. Notice that God promised all this to David because of what was in his heart.  Because of what he thought, not for what he did!   This verse emphasizes the importance of what we think.  Proverbs 23:7a  -  For as a man thinks  in his heart   [Right Lobe of his mind],  so is he:
7.  God is more interested in what we think than what we do!  It is the motivation behind what we do that matters.

· I did not say that God is not interested in what we do and I did not say that God does not expect anything from us.  We are not to conclude from this that all we need to do is learn doctrine, think correctly, but do nothing.

· He commands us to do many things but we cannot please Him by what we do until we first please Him for what we think.  Correct thinking and motivation precedes correct giving and doing for the Lord.

· Of course correct thinking comes from learning doctrine and it all starts with grace orientation.

· Correct thinking starts with learning about grace.  We cannot earn blessings from God nor do we deserve them.  God blesses us based on who and what He is, not on who and what we are.  Furthermore, He blesses us based on what He has done for us, not for what we do for Him.

· Grace and humility go hand in hand.  James 4:6   -   God makes war with the arrogant but He gives grace to the humble.  It was David’s humility that motivated him to commemorate God’s grace to him by building the Temple.

· God’s love and blessing  +  David’s humility and grace orientation = his motivation to build God a Temple

8.  So God blessed David not for what he did but for what he desired to do.  Application:  What if you desire to serve God but are physically unable?  Will He bless that desire? What if you want to give to the church but are financially unable?  Will He bless that desire?

9.  God did not allow David to do what he desired to do but that was fine David.  He didn’t pout or get upset with God because he knew that God had a better plan II Sam. 7:18-22.
Lesson #31 (06/11/06) - Continued
10. When God says “No” to our plan, it is because He has a better plan.   Proverbs 16:9  -  The mind of man plans his way, but the LORD directs his steps.  [man proposes, God disposes];  Prov. 19:21, 20:24, Jer. 10:23.

11. If God would have allowed David to fulfill his desire to build the Temple, it would have been a disaster.  There


is no way that David could be doing battle with the enemy and build the Temple at the same time.
Lesson #32 (06/25/06)

With His own hand means Himself, vs.24. The promise Solomon referred to was that God would place His Name in Jerusalem (comments on 2 Chron. 6:6. ”Name“ occurs in Solomon’s prayer 14 times, 1 Kings 8:16-20, 29, 33, 35, 41-44, twice in v. 43, 48. The temple was not to be a ”container“ for God, vs. 27, but a place for his Name to dwell, 16-17, 19-20, that is, a place where His presence and character would be evident.

· These deal with how the Messiah came into the  world in Hypostatic Union.  They have some  overlap with the covenants to Israel.
· Covenants with God did not begin with the Jew, but with Gentiles. 
· 1.   The Adamic Covenant, Gen 2:15, 3:15   The 2nd Adam, Jesus Christ, the seed of the woman, would  be true humanity and provide salvation for mankind.   Also man will have dominion over the earth. 
· 2.   The Noahic Covenant, Gen 6:18, 8:21-9:17 The seed of the woman, Christ, will come through Seth, and his son Noah, and his son Shem.  Angelic infiltration into the human race failed.  After the flood, God promised that He would      never destroy the human race again by a flood. 
3.   Abrahamic Covenant, Gen 12:1-3, 13:15-16, 15:18, 22:15-18, 26:3-4; Ex 6:2-8,  Christ will descend from Abraham, Isaac, and Jacob.
4.   The Davidic Covenant   2 Sam 7:8-17; Palsm 89:20-37  Christ, will descend from the tribe of Judah through the family of David. The two lines of our Lord originated from David and Bathsheba. 
Solomon’s line, given in Matthew, starts with Abraham and ends with Joseph, the legal but not real father of our Lord’s humanity.  

Nathan’s line, found in Luke, traces Mary’s line all the way back to Adam.
The New Covenant to Israel, Jer 31:31-34; Rom 11:27; Gal 4:4; Heb 8:8-12, 10:15-17, 
Christ, will return to the earth at the Second Advent to save and restore Israel. 
Lesson #33 (07/02/06)

8: 23-53  These 30 verses give us Solomon’s prayer.  Nine requests may be noted in this prayer:
(1)  8 :25-30   God’s presence and protection. 
Solomon called on God to continue to be faithful to His promises to David, 25-26; 2:4, and to continue to hear the prayers of His people, 8:28-30; hear occurs five times in these three verses. Of course no temple or even the heavens could contain the omnipresent God, 27.  Heaven itself is His dwelling place,  39, 49; Ps. 11:4; Hab. 2::20. Yet in His majesty He is interested in His people’s prayers.

(2)  8:31-32  Forgiveness of trespasses.  

Solomon asked God to judge righteously in interpersonal disputes among the Israelites.

Lesson #34 (07/09/06)

 (3)  8:33-34  Forgiveness of sins that had caused defeat in battle.   

The king asked the Lord to forgive His people when they confessed their sins that caused defeat in combat.

a. Notice that there was no penance required for God to forgive the sins of the people.

Lev. 26:40-41

Leviticus 5:5-6  5 'So it shall be when he becomes guilty in one of these, that he shall confess that in which he has sinned.  6 'He shall also bring his guilt offering to the LORD for his sin which he has committed, a female from the flock, a lamb or a goat as a sin offering. So the priest shall make atonement on his behalf for his sin.
The Israelites confessed their sins and sacrificed animals to remind them of the real sacrifice that would take away the sins of the world on the cross.  Today we simply acknowledge or confess our sins 1 John 1:9.  

b.  The point of confession then is the same as it is today.  Humility.  Lev. 26:41 - …if their uncircumcised heart becomes humble …  James 4:6 - God makes war against the arrogant but He gives grace to the humble.  Acknowledging our sins to God is a demonstration of our humility. 
Leviticus 16:21  21 "Then Aaron shall lay both of his hands on the head of the live goat, and confess over it all the iniquities of the sons of Israel and all their transgressions in regard to all their sins;

(4)  8:35-36  Forgiveness of sins that had brought on drought.
Solomon also asked God to forgive His people if they confessed sins that resulted in rain being withheld, cf. Lev. 26:18-19; Deut. 11:16-17; 28:23-24.
(5)   8:37-40  Forgiveness of sins that had resulted in other calamities.
 Famine . . . plague . . . blight . . . mildew, locusts . . . grasshoppers, enemies, disaster, and disease were all instruments God used to chasten His sinning people. See the chart ”The Covenant Chastenings,“ near Amos 4:6. Again the king asked God to forgive those who repented of sin that led to these calamities. Solomon affirmed God’s knowledge of people’s motives, hearts. Chron.28:9, Heb.4:12.
PENALTY  Versus  CONSEQUENCES  OF SIN:

1.
  The penalty for sin is spiritual death, Gen. 2:17.

2.  People do not go to hell because their sins are not forgiven.

3.  People go to hell because they are condemned for rejecting Jesus Christ.

4.  Christ took care of the sin issue on the cross, John 19:30.

5.  Even though the penalty for sin has been paid, it still consequences. 
               

1.    Law  of Liberty             Directed towards Self.,    I Cor. 8:4-9
2.    Law  of  Expediency    Directed towards unbelievers,  I Cor. 9:16-23, & 10:23
3.    Law  of  Love                Directed towards believers,  I Cor. 8:13
4.    Law  of  Supreme Sacrifice    Directed towards God,  I Cor. 9:1-15
Lesson #35 (07/16/06) 
 (6)   8:41-43  Mercy for God-fearing foreigners.
Solomon interceded on behalf of non-Israelites who would trust Yahweh and pray to Him. By hearing them, God’s fame would spread worldwide.

(7)   8:44-45  Victory in battle.    (II Chron.14:9-13, 16:8-9a, 20:12 & 15)
Solomon asked God to uphold His people when they prayed to Him in times of physical distress in combat.

(8)   8:46-51  Restoration after captivity.
The king seemed to have prophetic insight into the fate of God’s people. They did indeed go into captivity because of their sins against God; they called on Him for forgiveness, and they experienced restoration to their land. Centuries later Daniel prayed toward the land when he was in Babylon, Dan. 6:10, 9:3-5..

(9)   8:52-53  Attention to every prayer.

Solomon summarized his petitions by calling on God to hear His people whenever they cry out in prayer. These calamities were all listed in Deuteronomy as curses on Israel for her breaking the covenant, Deut. 28:22, 25, 38, 42, 59; 31:17, 29; 32:24.
II Chron.7:1-3
In this whole prayer, 1 Kings 8:23-53. Solomon called on God, who had been faithful to His promises in the past, to continue to be faithful and to show mercy to His people, His chosen inheritance, vv. 36, 51, 53, in the future. Confession and forsaking of sin would result in God’s hearing His people’s prayers; hear“ occurs 13 times in this prayer, and in the first eight of the nine petitions) and God’s forgiving them; ”forgive“ occurs 6 times.
Lesson #36 (07/23/06) 
8: 54-61 Solomon had been kneeling in prayer with his hands spread out toward heaven in a posture of supplication. Then he arose to pronounce a benediction on the people.  He emphasized the faithfulness of the Lord and  how important it was that the people trust Him and be totally dedicated to Him. 

Read Deut.28:54-68
Lesson #37 (07/30/06) 
8: 62-63  The number of animals sacrificed (22,000 cattle and 120,000 sheep and goats) seems incredibly large. But records of other sacrifices that involved thousands of animals are extant. One must remember that thousands of priests sacrificed on many auxiliary altars, and the celebration lasted for two weeks.

8: 64-66   The same day Solomon dedicated the temple he also consecrated the courtyard in front of the temple with his offerings. This dedication took place at the beginning of the festival of Tabernacles which normally lasted one week, but was extended to two weeks on this special occasion. The Feast of Tabernacles commemorated Israel’s years of wandering in the wilderness, Lev. 23:33, 41-43. It was fitting that the Temple should be dedicated at this feast since that permanent sanctuary now symbolized the end of Israel’s wanderings. People from as far away as Lebo Hamath in northern Israel toward the Euphrates River and the Wadi of Egypt, modern Wadi el-Arish, far to the south attended the festivities; all Israel participated. The people returned home at the end of the feast joyful and thankful to God for His goodness to them.

Lev. 26:14–46:  If the Israelites disobey God’s laws, they will experience punishments: sudden terror, wasting diseases, defeat by their enemies, famines, attacks by wild animals, destruction of their cities, and exile. But true repentance will bring restoration.
Isa. 30:12-13  Your wall of unrighteousness will breech, then suddenly collapse and shatter when you ignore God.

II Pet.2:4-7, 9-10  The Lord rescues and blesses the righteous.

II Chron, 7:12  The solution:  Humility, Prayer, Turning from disobedience, and Seeking His face.
Lesson #38 (08/06/06) //1st Kings Chapter 9
Success and failure depend on spiritual rather than material considerations.
 Our greatest strengths are meaningless unless we remain faithful to the Lord.

9: 1-2   God appeared to Solomon this second time at about the 20th year of his reign.. Why then? Solomon had finished all he had desired to do.” As long as he was striving toward a goal, he was spiritually strong because his life had meaning and purpose, and he felt the need to rely on God. But when he in effect “retired,” he was in great spiritual danger. God’s appearance to Solomon at this spiritual crossroads was a gracious warning to him, and to us.  Our goal should be to serve God daily, in whatever work we do, and in whatever relationships we may develop.  

God appeared to Solomon to inform him that He had heard and answered his prayer, II Chron. 7:12.
9: 3-5   consecrate vt  1) : to induct (a person) into a permanent office with a religious rite, especially : to ordain to the office of bishop  2)  a. to make or declare sacred, especially : to devote irrevocably to the worship of God by a solemn ceremony;  b. to effect the liturgical transubstantiation of, eucharistic bread and wine;  c. to devote to a purpose with or as if with deep solemnity or dedication   3) to make inviolable or venerable Merriam-Webster, I. Vs. 4 “Integrity of heart,” The O.T. suggests six things to do with all our heart. These are  1) Serve God, Deut. 11:13; 2) Keep His Word, Deut. 26:16;  3) Love Him, Deut. 30:6;  4) Follow Him, 1 Sam. 12:24;  5) Seek Him, 2 Chron. 15:12;   6) Praise Him, Ps. 86:12    7) Trust Him  Prov. 3:5   and  8)  Return to Him  I Kings 8:48.

9: 6-9   The consequences of disobedience. God is very serious about those who turn away from Him and disobey Him.  We ignore Him at our own peril.  Verse 7 uses terms like, “cut off”, “cast out”, and “become a byword” (an object of ridicule).  If God’s wrath has fallen on every nation that has turned away from Him, why should we expect Him to spare our nation?  Consider the following:  

Isa. 30:12-13  -  Therefore this iniquity will be to you like a breach about to fall, a bulge in a high wall, whose collapse comes suddenly in an instant, 13) Whose collapse is like the smashing of a potter’s jar, so ruthlessly shattered That a shard will not be found among its pieces to take fire from a hearth or to scoop water from a cistern.” 

II Peter 2:4-7, 9-10a  - 4)  For if God did not spare angels when they sinned, but cast them into hell  [Tartarus] and committed them to pits of darkness, reserved for judgment; 5) and did not spare the ancient world, but preserved Noah, a preacher of righteousness, with seven others, when He brought a flood upon the world of the ungodly; 6) and if He condemned the cities of Sodom and Gomorrah to destruction by reducing them to ashes, having made them an example to those who would live ungodly lives thereafter; 9)  then the Lord knows how to rescue the godly from temptation, and to keep the unrighteous under punishment for the day of judgment 10) and especially those who indulge in the flesh and its corrupt desires and despise authority, 

Hebrews 3:12  -  See to it, brothers, that none of you has a sinful, unbelieving heart that turns away from the living God.

Hebrews 10:30-31   -  For we know Him who said, "Vengeance is Mine, I will repay." And again, "The Lord will judge His people."  31) It is a terrifying thing to fall into the hands of the living God.

THE SOLUTION

*II  Chronicles 7:12-14   -  Then the LORD appeared to Solomon at night and said to him, "I have heard your prayer, and have chosen this place  [the Temple]  for Myself as a house of sacrifice.  13) "If I shut up the heavens so that there is no rain, or if I command the locust to devour the land, or if I send pestilence among My people,  14) and My people who are called by My name humble themselves and pray  [Rebound], and seek My face  [learn Bible doctrine]  and turn from their wicked ways  [apply Bible doctrine],  then I will hear from heaven, will forgive their sin, and will heal their land.  not have a c 
9: 10-15

Vs. 10  is only a recapitulation of 1Kings 9:1. Hiram having refused these cities, probably on account of their inland situation making them unsuitable to his maritime and commercial people.  Vs. 13, “ Cabul“ sounds like the Heb. for ”good-for-nothing”.  Solomon satisfied his ally in some other way; and, taking these cities into his own hands, he first repaired their shattered walls, then filled them with a colony of Hebrews, 2 Chron. 8:2.﻿﻿﻿﻿  Solomon spent, spent, spent Israel’s money, answerable to no one, and he met with no resistance, just like our own country’s deplorable leadership. Our people have degenerated and permitted centralized government that has bankrupted us, II Tm.3:1. Vs. 15,  Millo was part of the fort of Jerusalem on Mount Zion, a row of stone bastions around Mount Zion, Millo being the great corner tower of that fortified wall (1Ki 11:27; 2Ch 32:5)

Lesson #38 (08/06/06) - Continued
9: 16-25

Millo was a fortress built into the wall of Jerusalem.  Hazor, Megiddo, and Gezet were forts strategically placed to protect Israel. The Israelites did not wipe out the Canaanites like God had instructed them to do, Deut.12:2-3, 20:16-18, Dan.7:1.  They were to wipe out pagan people who were saturated with reprehensible demonic activity and human sacrificial worship, and they utterly failed to do so.  They were told not to make covenants with them or to intermarry, but they did. You can never lift up immoral people!  Do not associate with believers or unbelievers who have negative volition.  Their human viewpoint will prevail and dominate your relationship.
9: 26-28   ave a covenant !    Heb 9:15 says Christ is the mediator of a new covenant. In effect, this is simply

Israel was a rich agricultural land, and its people have been men and women of the land. The land has always maintained a strong grip on the Jewish psyche. The Arabians might leave home to travel with trade caravans—but not the Jew. The fact that Solomon built a fleet and manned it with Jewish sailors gives us insight into the visionary character of his rule. Solomon was not a traditionalist! of our

1.  Abashag was King David’s official bed warmer.

2.  Adonijah, Solomon’s half brother, made an attempt to promote himself by taking over the throne. He should have followed his father’s example and refuse to promote himself, I Sam. 26:7-11.

Lesson #39 (10/08/06) //1st Kings Review (Chapters 1-9)
3.  1 Kings 1:6  -   His father had never crossed him at any time by asking, "Why have you done so?"
      The booklet, “Rearing Children” evolved from teaching this verse.

4.  We noted that Joab and Abithar, good friends of David, sided with Adonijah. So we studied the DOCTRINE OF LOYALTY.

5.  Adonijah’s attempt to take the throne failed. Solomon spared his life, but later, Adonijah foolishly made another attempt, so Solomon had him executed,  I Kings 2:13-35.
6.  Solomon started his reign by contracting a peace treaty with Egypt and marrying Pharaoh’s daughter.

7.  God told Solomon that he could ask for anything he wanted, so he asked for wisdom,  I Kings 3:5.  

7. Solomon’s logistical support and his fantastic wisdom are evident in  I Kings 4:20-34.
8. Chapters 5-7 deals with the preparation and construction of the Temple.
