1ST FLOOR:   REBOUND   

Rebound accomplishes the following:

a. Recovers the filling of the Holy Spirit

b. Restores fellowship with God

c. Resumes the spiritual life

d. Halts punitive suffering from divine discipline 

Isa. 43:25 . . . I, even I, am the One who wipes out your trans-gressions for My own sake; and I will not remember your sins.

Phil. 3:13  . . . but one thing I do; forgetting what lies behind and reaching forward  (moving on)  to what lies ahead.
2ND  FLOOR:   FILLING OF THE HOLY SPIRIT  

Rom. 6:14  . . . we (Church Age believers) are not under the (Mosaic) Law, but under grace (key word for God’s policy). This does not mean that we are lawless or have a credit card to sin.

Rom. 8:2-4 . . . For the law of the (Holy) Spirit of life in Christ  Jesus (Filling of the Holy Spirit) has set you free from the (Mosaic) law of sin and death.   For what the Law could not  do (provide salvation),  weak as it was through the flesh (OSN),  God did,  sending His Son. . . In order that the requirement of the Law might be fulfilled [pleroomai v. aps] in us, who do not walk according to the flesh, but according to the Spirit.

Gal. 5:16 . . . But I say, walk by the Spirit, and you will not carry out the desire of the flesh.

We cannot keep the law by keeping the law. We can only keep the law through the filling of the Spirit and the daily intake of Bible doctrine.

What the believer thinks depends on who or what dominates his life.  The Holy Spieit or the Old Sin Nature.
Romans 8:5 . . . For those who are according to the flesh  [dominated by the OSN]  set their minds on the things of the flesh  [human viewpoint],  but those who are according to the Spirit  [filled with the H.S.],  the things of the Spirit  [divine viewpoint].

The only way we can fulfill the righteous requirement of the Mosaic Law is to live the spiritual life by means of the power of the Holy Spirit.

The filling of the Holy Spirit is not related to emotions, speaking in tongues, hearing voices, seeing visions, healing the sick, or performing miracles. It is gained through 1 John 1:9.
We must refrain from trying to live the Christian way of life using our own power.  

Zech 4:6 . . . `Not by might, nor by power, but by My Spirit,' says the Lord.

3RD FLOOR:   FAITH REST  

Job 5:7 . . . For man is born to trouble as surely as sparks fly upward.

Job 14:1 . . . Man, who is born of woman is short-lived and full of turmoil.  

John 16:33 . . . I have told you these things, so that in me you may have peace.  In this world you will have trouble.  But take heart!   I have overcome the world.

Every believer can enter into rest where the “peace of God passes all understanding. Phil. 4:7.”  It is a place of contentment, happiness, strength and stability, where no pressure or stress can intrude, no matter how difficult the circumstances may be.

Exodus 17:1-7 and Numbers 20: 1-13;    Heb.3:7-11 and Psa.95:7-11
One of the hardest things to do when we are under the pressures of adversity is to stand still and trust in the Lord, waiting for His answers to our prayers. 

Exod. 14:13 . . . And Moses said to the people, ‘Fear not, stand still, and see the deliverance of the LORD which he will show to you today…’

Job 37:14 . . . Hearken to this, O Job: stand still, and consider the  

wondrous works of God.  Standing still means to stop conniving and trying to manipulate things . Just trust in the Lord.

Isa. 40:31 . . . But they that wait upon the LORD will renew their strength; they will mount up with wings as eagles; they will run, and not be weary, and they will walk, and not faint.

Psa. 46:1 . . . God is our refuge and strength, a very present help in trouble.

Phil. 4:19 . . . But my God will supply all your need according to His riches in glory by Christ Jesus.

1 Pet. 5:7 . . . Therefore, by casting all your cares on Him, because He cares for you, you allow yourselves to be humble under God’s mighty hand, that He may promote you at the proper time.

I Sam. 17:47 . . . The battle is the Lord’s.

Psa. 34:18-19 . . . The LORD is close to the brokenhearted and delivers those who are crushed in spirit.  Many are the afflictions of the righteous; but the LORD delivers him from them all.

Psa. 55:22 . . . Cast your cares on the LORD and He will sustain you; He will never let the righteous fall.

Deut. 31:8 . . . The LORD, He is the one that goes before you; He will be with you, He will not fail you, nor forsake you: fear not, nor be dismayed.

Isa. 41:10 . . . Fear  not, for I am with you. Be not dismayed, for I am your God. I will strengthen you; yes, I will help you; yes, I will uphold you with the right hand of my righteousness.

When calamity knocks us off balance, claiming God’s promises stabilizes us so we can start applying doctrines we have learned to the situation.  How important is it that we do this?

We glorify Him, not by what we do, but by what He does for us.  He allows us to go through “no water” situations of undeserved suffering so that He can demonstrate His perfect power, love, and faithfulness to us.  
Most people think that their happiness depends on their circumstances.  They either don’t know or don’t believe God has a place of perfect rest for them in the midst of adversity.  This is not a physical rest, but a mental rest.  The battlefield of the    

angelic conflict is in the soul, and this is where we can have this perfect rest.

If you are humble and learn God’s Word, it will change your life.  You will have a peace and calm you never knew existed.  

As you learn Bible doctrine, you will find out it is true and you can trust it.   You will gain the confidence, courage, and stability everyone is looking for.  It is designed to give you perfect inner +Happiness and stability in every circumstance of life.    
In pressure, it is your refuge;  in prosperity, it is your joy.
