THE 6TH FLOOR:   PERSONAL SENSE OF DESTINY
FUNDAMENTALS LESSON #91  (3-14-10)

1. Believers who reach spiritual adulthood begin operating on the sixth floor, Personal Sense of Destiny, which is entrance into the sophisticated spiritual life.

2. Believers on this floor can see the big picture, so they don’t allow problems to rob them of their happiness and unshakable confidence in a glorious future with Christ.  

3. Some believers fail to achieve a Personal Sense of Destiny because they put a lot of stock in their human effort and successes in life but fail to put them into proper perspective.  Such human achievements are nothing compared to spiritual accomplishments done in the F/HS that carry over and last throughout eternity.


2 Cor. 4:18  . . . while we look not at the things which are seen   [details of life], 

but at the things which are not seen   [spiritual things];   for the things which are seen are temporal, but the things which are not seen are eternal.
4. Most believers concentrate solely on trying not sin to the exclusion of seeing the 

importance of Divine Good accomplished under the filling of the Holy Spirit.  The 

6th Floor believer is motivated to produce Divine Good because he knows it will make a difference in eternity.

Hebrews 10:32-37 . . . But remember the former days, when, after being enlightened, you endured a great conflict of sufferings,  

33) partly, by being made a public spectacle through reproaches and tribulations, and partly by becoming sharers with those who were so treated.  

34) For you showed sympathy to the prisoners, and accepted joyfully the seizure of your property, knowing that you have for yourselves a better possession and an abiding one.  

35) Therefore, do not throw away your confidence   [in Bible Doctrine as something worthless like trash]   which has a great reward.  36) For you have need of endurance, so that when you have done the will of God, you may receive what was promised.  

37) For yet in a very little while, He who is coming will come, and will not delay.

5.  Most people, both unbelievers and believers, are so completely consumed with the details of this life that they never think about what’s coming next.  After they spend a very brief time here on earth, WHAT THEN? 

Col. 3:1-2 . . . Since, then, you have been raised   [v. api]  with Christ   [Positional Truth],  set  [v. pam]   your hearts on  [keep on thinking about, desiring & endeavoring to obtain],  things above  [knowledge of God and heaven],  where Christ is seated at the right hand of God.  2) Set  [v. pam]   your minds on things above, not on earthly things   [Details of Life].             

Psa. 119:36-37 . . . Turn my heart toward your statutes and not toward selfish gain.  Turn my eyes away from worthless things; preserve  [refresh]  my life according to [with] your word  [B.D.]. 
6.  High School Counselors and Pastor-Teachers inform you of your options.                         2

7.   NIV 2 Peter 3:12-14 . . . As you look forward  [PROSDOKO ptcp. pres. act.] to the day of God  [the eternal state]  and speed its coming. That day will bring about the destruction of the heavens by fire, and  the elements will melt in the heat.  
13)  Nevertheless, in keeping with His promise  [of a new universe and tremendous blessings in the new universe]  we  [believers with a PSD]  are looking forward  [pres.act.ind.] to a new heaven and a new earth, the home of righteousness. 

14) So then, dear friends, since you are looking forward  [ptcp. pres.act.]  to this, be diligent  [SPOUDAZO]  to be found spotless  [keep Rebounding],  blameless  [filled with the H.S.]  and at peace with Him.
8.  Your attitude toward B.D. will determine whether you are headed for FAME or SHAME. 

1 John 2:28 . . . And now, little children, abide [MENO v.pam]  in Him, so that when He appears, we may have  [ECHO v. aas]  confidence and not shrink away from Him in shame at His coming.

2 Timothy 2:15 . . . Study  [SPOUDAZO v. aam NAS, Be diligent]  to show thyself approved unto God, a workman that needeth not to be ashamed, rightly dividing the word of truth.

Philippians 1:19-20 . . . For I know that this shall turn out for my deliverance through your prayers and the provision of the Spirit of Jesus Christ, 

20) according to my *earnest expectation  [from knowledge of doctrine]  and **hope, that I shall not be put to shame  [v. fd (active)i]  in anything . . . 
 9. *APOKARADOKIA  To expect earnestly; attentive or earnest expectation; or looking for. APO = from + KARA = head + DEKEOMAI = to take or to stretch.  Literally, as with the neck stretched out and the head thrust forward.

Galatians 5:5 . . . For we through the Spirit, by faith   [believing the God’s Word],  are waiting   [waiting is an expression of hope]   for the hope  [absolute confidence]    of righteousness  [capacity righteousness, the total fulfillment of spiritual maturity including rewards in the eternal state].

Some believers live in the past, they think that their best years are behind them, there is no zeal, enthusiasm, excitement, passion, or wonder in them.

Most believers live in the present, they are consumed with the details of life. They don’t have time to think about the past and they are afraid to think about the future. The only reality to them is the issues they must deal with now. What God has to say has little if anything to do with their lives. They live for themselves, amassing as much money and pleasure they can, purposely avoiding any thought of eternity. 

A few believers live with the future clearly in view. They realize that the decisions they make now will determine what their eternal future will be like. To them, God’s promise of rewards is more real than temporary pleasures and living for self.
There is a big difference between living a life with little or no expectations for the future and living life with a Personal Sense of Destiny, both now and the future!  
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A PSD motivates a believer to make the right decision even though it is usually the harder thing to do. It helps us to recognize that we are eternal creatures living in temporary bodies.

If you don’t have a PSD but would like to have one, then you must make a conscious decision to become a winner believer. You then take the offensive by learning and applying spiritual dynamics God has provided for every believer to use by His grace.

The rate of learning doctrine must exceed the rate of forgetting it in order to maintain a PSD. That is the only way divine viewpoint will replace human viewpoint.
Hebrews 10:35-36 . . . Therefore, do not throw away your confidence  [Personal Sense of Eternal Destiny],  which has a great reward.  36) For you have need of endurance, so that when you have done the will of God, you may receive what was promised.

* Abraham sacrificing his son Issac.  Heb. 11:8-10 & 13-19
* Joseph insisted that his bones be buried in the Promise Land. Heb. 11:22                          Read Gen. 50:24-26.    They did it, Ex. 13:19, Josh. 24:32
* Moses identified himself with the Israelites, Heb. 11:23-26.
