THE 8TH FLOOR:    UNCONDITIONAL LOVE FOR MAN
Most people think love is some vague. nebulous emotion that makes them feel good.  So it is easy to see why people equate sex with love because it makes them feel good. Sex is just one of the ways a husband and wife express love.

Thought and respect are the driving force of love, emotion and sex are minor players that just go along for the ride. 

1. Unconditional love for others is commanded but personal love is not.

2.  Impersonal love is a Relaxed Mental Attitude (RMA) toward the entire human race.

3.  Personal love is about man’s ego and unconditional love is about man’s virtue.

4. We never have unconditional love for others until we first have love for God because we have no natural motive within our sinful selves to love everyone.

5. It is imperative that we learn and use unconditional love in our lives because if we don’t, our relationships simply will not last and our daily contact with others will drive us out of our minds.

6. Unconditional love is not emotional.  Emotions were designed to appreciate relationships with others, but they were never designed to establish or maintain them.  Love is thought, not emotion. 

7.  Our capacity to love increases as our impersonal love increases.

8.  One of the ironies of this life is that when we allow our relationships with people to become more important than our relationship with God, we doom those very relationships.  

9. The durability of personal love depends on the function of impersonal love.

10.  The old sin nature in all of us seeks unconditional love from others but offers only conditional  love in return.

11.  Unconditional love excludes retaliation, revenge, prejudice, discrimination, arrogance, hatred, self-righteousness, self-pity, jealousy, implacability, vindictiveness, slander, gossip, maligning, manipulating, and judging.

 Unconditional love is commanded
John 15:12 & 17 . . . This is my commandment, that you love one another, as I have loved you.  17) These things I command you, that you love one another.

Rom. 13:8 . . . Owe no man anything but to love one another: for he that loves another has fulfilled the law.

1 Pet. 2:17 . . . Show proper respect to everyone: Love the brother-hood of believers, fear God, honor the king.

1 Pet. 3:8  . . . Finally, all of you, live in harmony with one another; be sympathetic, love as brothers, be compassionate and humble.

I Jn. 3:23 . . . And this is his command: to believe in the name of his Son, Jesus Christ, and to love one another as he commanded us.

Mark 12:30-31 . . . and you shall love the Lord your God with all your heart, and with all your soul, and with all your mind, and with all your strength.'  31) "The second is this, 'You shall love your neighbor as yourself.' There is no other commandment greater than these.

Gal. 5:14 . . . The entire law is summed up in a single command: "Love your neighbor as yourself.

James 2:8 . . . If you really keep the royal law found in Scripture, "Love your neighbor as yourself," you are doing right.
Matthew 7:12 . . . "Therefore, however you want people to treat you, so treat them, for this is 

Luke 6:31 . . . And just as you want people to treat you, treat them in the same way.

the Law and the Prophets.  
This is the Golden Rule:  those who practice it are using impersonal / unconditional love.

12.  Unconditional love solves problems whereas personal love manufactures problems.  Personal love complicates life because combining two Old Sin Natures and the problems of two people together is bound to produce conflicts.

13.  A lack of reciprocation in personal love may intensify frustration and disillusionment and result in conflict.

14.  Unconditional love does not involve personal feelings or emotions.  It is characterized by sensitivity, thoughtfulness, courtesy, and good manners toward others, even when they don’t deserve it.

15.  Bible doctrine in the soul is stronger than the ugliness and unkindness of others. It builds the virtue and integrity of unconditional love that exceeds the unattractiveness in the worst kinds of people.

16.  Since it is a spiritual function, it cannot be duplicated by unbelievers or by carnal believers.

17.  Your love and respect for God must exceed your desire to retaliate or to seek revenge. 

18.  All human relationships depend on unconditional love. They cannot be developed by gritting your teeth and making yourself be nice to people you don’t like or who rub you the wrong way. Unconditional love can only be developed by growing spiritually as you advance through the floors of the Divine Domain.  

19.  No one can afford to depend on others for happiness, but if you haven’t developed unconditional love, that is exactly what will happen. Do you really think it’s a good idea to depend on someone else for your happiness? 

20.  Unconditional love does not mean we must endure or tolerate abuse or anything that might cause harm, nor is anyone required to be a party to anything illegal or immoral in order to comply with the principle of UL.
