From The Houston Chronicle: Local veterans and volunteer groups say officials with the Department of Veterans Affairs are censoring their religious speech — including the word "God" -- at Houston National Cemetery.

In one example, cited in documents filed this week in federal court, cemetery director Arleen Ocasio reportedly told volunteers who attend veterans' funerals to stop telling families "God bless you." The volunteers say they also were told to remove the words "God bless" from condolence cards.

The cemetery's chapel was closed after Ocasio's appointment as director two years ago.
"The doors remain locked during Houston National Cemetery operating hours, the cross and the Bible have been removed, and the Chapel bells which tolled at least twice a day are now inoperative," Furthermore, it is no longer called a 'chapel' but a 'meeting facility'."

Our leaders have all but made of America a debtors’ prison, enslaving future generations with a level of debt that will impoverish them to a degree here-to-fore
unknown in this nation.

Deuteronomy 16:18-20 . . . You shall appoint for yourself judges and officers in all your towns which the LORD your God is giving you, . . .  and they shall judge the people with righteous judgment.  19 "You shall not distort justice; you shall not be partial, and you shall not take a bribe, for a bribe blinds the eyes of the wise and perverts the words of the righteous.

Isaiah 5:21 & 23 . . . Woe to those who are wise in their own eyes and clever in their own sight!  23 Who justify the wicked for a bribe, And take away the rights of the ones who are in the right!

Hosea 4:1-6 . . . Listen to the word of the LORD, O sons of Israel, For the LORD has a case against the inhabitants of the land, Because there is no faithfulness or kindness Or knowledge of God in the land.  2) There is swearing, deception, murder, stealing and adultery. They employ violence, so that bloodshed follows bloodshed.   3) Therefore the land mourns, And everyone who lives in it languishes along with the beasts of the field and the birds of the sky, And also the fish of the sea disappear. . . 6) My people are destroyed for lack of knowledge. Because you have rejected knowledge, I also will reject you from being My priest. Since you have forgotten the law of your God, I also will forget your children.
